Little Bears Pre-School is located at Les Adams, St Peters, Guernsey, within walking distance of La Houguette Primary School and a ten minute drive from Castel and Forest Schools.
The premises offer a spacious, light and centrally heated hall which is used for all indoor activities. There are four separate toilets and wash basins, a cloakroom area for coats and bags, and a large outdoor play area and field.
Little Bears Pre-School is registered with the States of Guernsey Health and Social Services Early Years Department for children aged two to five years, and offers sessions all week, term time only. There are no more than 20 children present at each session to ensure that your childs’ individual needs are met at all times.
The Pre-school which has been open since 2001 is run by caring, experienced, and mature staff, qualified in Early Years Childcare and First aid.  ‘Early Learning Goals’ are implemented through our Foundation Stage Curriculum with activities, outings and assessments to give your child the best start before school. 
Our older children also enjoy the Christmas Nativity, Summer beach trip , Sports Day and Farm visit.

The maximum ratio is one adult per four/five children.

Morning Activities

Although each morning may be slightly different we try to follow a regular routine as we feel the children benefit from this greatly and it prepares them for school:-

8.45 til 10 am Free play with a variety of toys which are rotated daily, such as Duplo, puzzles, home corner, dolls house, garage and cars. This time is for the children to learn important social skills with others, such as sharing. Also children take turns in small groups or individually to engage in craft activities, such as painting, drawing, cutting and gluing or cooking. This will be appropriate to our weekly theme.
10am. Tidy up time.

10.15 Register, news, followed by fruit and drink. 
10.40 The children will also be using play-dough, sand or water play. 
Older children will also be learning in small groups or individually number recognition, shapes, phonics letter sounds, writing skills etc.
11.15 til 11.45am . Outdoor play or PE in the hall. Also weather permitting growing and nature hunts.
11.40 til 12.00 Music, Dancing and singing, Story time.
12.00 til 1.30pm  Lunch time & varied activities. 
Early Learning Goals

The Early Learning Goals are not a curriculum in themselves but establish expectations for most children to reach by the end of the foundation stage

(3yrs to 5/6 years).

The Early Learning Goals are organised into six areas of learning:-

· Personal, Social and Emotional Development.
· Communication, Language and Literacy.
· Knowledge and understanding of the world.
· Physical Development.
· Creative development.
· Mathematical Development.
Settling in your child
We aim to make the pre-school a welcome place where children settle quickly and easily because consideration has been given to the individual needs and circumstances of children and their families.

METHODS

· Before a child starts to attend the pre-school, we use a variety of ways to provide his/her parents with information. These include written information, visits to the pre-school and open mornings. 
· During the half term before the child is enrolled, we provide opportunities for the child and his/her parents to visit the pre-school.
· When a child starts to attend, we work with his/her parents to decide on the best way to help the child settle into the pre-school.
· We allocate a key worker to each child at each session, the key worker welcomes and looks after the child at the first session and discusses their child’s progress and achievements with the parents.
· We encourage parents to start off initially with a 9.15 until 11.45 session until the child is settled. We also recommend a minimum of two sessions per week.
· We use pre-start visits to discuss the record forms, registration forms and pre-school policies.
· We encourage parents to complete details such as a child’s likes and dislikes, comforters etc on the record form and keep us updated with any on-going medical treatment or difficulties at home.
